A CALL TO PRAYER – By Fitzgerald Odonkor
Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints Ephesians 6:18

The call to prayer for the believer has never been as urgent as now when the world is spiraling seemingly uncontrollably to destruction and disorder and confusion.

Men’s hearts are failing them because there is so much uncertainty and insecurity everywhere. The models developed by man in every area of knowledge and specialization are simply not working and society seems to be disintegrating and becoming dysfunctional. Both the social and scientific theories don’t seem to guarantee a peaceful society. Wealth and education do not seem to be the panacea for societal cohesion and so there is the tendency of throwing one’s hands into the air and trying to find consolation in hedonism and drugs and futile existential philosophy among other things.

This is the reason why the call to universal prayer has become imperative and very urgent.

We must pray always and this means having a prayerful posture every moment of every day. Such a posture will create a spiritual environment around us. To pray always is also to ensure that at every point in time universal prayer is being offered by the people of God.

We must also pray with all kinds of prayer and such prayers are given more intensity by fasting hence our commitment to the 21 day fast which is a combination of seven which stands for perfection and three which represents the God head. We ought to employ the various spiritual strategies in prayer. We must pray prayers of agreement, binding and loosing, praise and deliverance and supplication. During this extended time of prayer and fasting we must be sensitive to the leading of the Holy Spirit.

Prayer is spiritual and it calls for our full concentration and seriousness and we believe that it is such prayer that brings tangible results (James 5:16b).

The importance of the Holy Spirit as our helper and guide and counselor and comforter in praying effectively cannot be under estimated. May this time of waiting on the Lord make us permanently sensitive to the Holy Spirit. No effective prayer can be done if we do not submit to the Holy Spirit (Romans 8:14,26).

We must keep on asking and seeking and knocking (Matthew 7:7) this is a posture of perseverance and watchfulness and not a demonstration of faithlessness.

Beloved in the Lord we must continually discern the body of Christ as we pray and fast. We are not spiritual islands neither are we exclusive possessors of God’s direction or counsel. We must also recognize that we have a common enemy in the devil and not spend precious time fighting against each other by our lackadaisical attitude to prayer. Let us remember that a house divided against itself cannot stand. We must therefore put away all bitterness, bickering and backbiting in our relationships with each other so we don’t give any chance to the devil to breach our defences (Ephesians 4:27)

Prayer and fasting constitute the master key for loose the bonds of wickedness; to let go of heavy burdens; release the oppressed and break every yoke.

Prayer and fasting must motivate us to be kind and to give to the needy and the deprived.

The church must shine as the light of the world and must also walk uprightly as an example to the world .Let us also trust God for total healing and restoration during this time of fasting and prayer (Isaiah 58: 6-8)

May the reality of prayer especially during this time bring a transformation in our lives.

Have a meaningful time of prayer and fasting.
